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Abstract

The aim of this study is to examine how often fam-
ily members and friends visit the older adults and
which are the main reasons for these visitations.

Sample and Method: The samble of this study was
168 oler adults, from three long-term settings of
the area of Athens. The age of the sample pop-
ulation was over 65 years with minimum age 66
and maximum 94 years old. An anonymous
questionnaire was completed by 168 older adults
and by 20 members in a single face-to-face in-
terview. The basic question for the 20 family
members was: «Why are you visiting your relative
or your friend in the nursing home?» The statistical
analysis was done by EXCEL.
