Factors that force

family members to visit

and stay with their hospitalized
relatives
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Abstract. The aim of this study is to examine fac-
tors forcing family members to visit and stay with
their hospitalized relatives. The sample of the study
comprised 150 family members visiting and staying
with their relatives during hospitalization. The study
was conducted in medical and surgical wards of
two general hospitals of the major area of Athens
and Piraeus, «Evagelismos» and «Saint Pantelei-
mon». For this purpose a special questionnaire was
designed and fulfilled by the researchers inter-
viewing the subjects. Statistical analysis followed
tor the evaluation of the results with SPSS package
and the method of ch®. The following factors were
mentioned by the visitors as forcing them to stay
with their hospitalized relatives:

1. To cover patients’ need (77% - 114), 2. The
severity of patients’ condition (58.1% - 86), 3. The
shortage of nursing personnel (45.3% - 67), 4. The
patients’ psychological support (65.3% - 98), 5. To
encourage patients (35.3% - 53), 6. Nurses’ lack of
interest to patients (8.1% - 12), 7. Patients’ wish to
have them stay (74% - 111) and 8. Visitors wish to
stay with patients (56.7% — 85).

Continually (day and night) stayed these visitors
that the distance from their house to the hospital
takes more than one hour (p=0.024).
